The 2008 Templestowe College Community Challenge in 

Cambodia comprised 14 Year 10 students and three staff. This 

was the fourth consecutive year that a group of students have 

taken up the challenge to work and visit Cambodia. 

 

The intention is to continue our partnership with the             

International School of Phnom Penh in Cambodia and to   

maintain the sponsorship of our team the óTakeo ISPP       Tem-

plestowe Falconsô (and their families) as part of CNVLD Cam-

bodian National Volleyball League (Disabled) and to forge a 

new partnership with the Don Bosco Foundation in Cambodia. 

 

The Community Project for 2008 Challenge was to organize 

and conduct English conversation classes for teachers and 

youth workers from the Don Bosco schools and community 

outreach centres across Cambodia. We conducted our classes at 

the Youth Training Centre in Kep, a small fishing village about 

200 km south of Phnom Penh.  

 

The Don Bosco centre primarily offers support for the poor 

young people who have no opportunity to further their         

education. Through skills training they aim to prepare the 

young people to join the blue collar working force of          

Cambodia. At Don Bosco, they aim to prepare young people for 

the life ahead as caring members of their   family and as honest 

citizens of the country. This was a      wonderful opportunity for 

our Templestowe College students to share the skills.
