Over the past 12 months a lot of work
has been going on within the College
to develop a new Welfare & Discipline
Policy.

During this term we have been
working with teachers and students in
Years 7—I11 to make them fully
conversant with the new policy.

At Templestowe College we are
seeking to foster a secure, caring and
supportive environment where teachers
have the right to teach and students
have the right to learn.

We believe it is the responsibility of all
members of the Templestowe College
community to provide positive atti-
tudes and behaviours.

Positive reinforcement, clear goals and
expectations form the basis of our
policy that will best nurture a student’s
development socially, intellectually
and emotionally. A whole school
approach directs our energies to
promote and develop in young people
a sense of purpose and achievement.

We have focused on primary preven-
